ªLiberally apply pelletized lime with broadcast mildew 

spreader (up to six 40 lbs bags over a 6,000 sq ft lot) ªAerate flower beds breaking up old mulch and 

ªLay grass seed so the roots can establish dirt to promote absorption and retention of 

themselves over the winter months in time for moisture.  Liberally apply new mulch, at least 3 

Spring ( over-seeding should be done every Fall) inches for new beds.
